In this Battle, the forces of the East India Company under Robert Clive defeated the army of Siraj-ud-daulah in small village between Calcutta and Murshidabad. The "battle" lasted no more than a few hours but it had long lasting effects.
The significance of Varna (caste)

Mohenjo daro.

Babur


Zahir ud-din Muhammad Babur was a Muslim who conquered this empire. He came from central Asia. After several setbacks, he was finally able to lay a basis for the Mughal dynasty. He ruled that empire from 1483 to 1530. He is the founder of mughal dynasty. He was largely responsible for the fostering of his culture. ESSAY ON THE FALL AND RISE OF MUGHAL EMPIRE
The Mughal Empire existed from 16th century to early 18th century. The Mughal dynasty is popular for its effective rule over majority of India for more than two centuries. Great ability of the rulers maintained a record of unusual talent in seven generations which was evident in the administration of the organization. The empire had a powerful leadership and strong army which ruled for about two centuries before the British took control and later adopted and modified the Mughal rule. The Mughal Empire was an imperial power in South Asia. It ruled a wide part of the Indian subcontinent. It was started in 1526 by invading India and ruled most of the areas in that region. This was in the late 17th century and early 18th century and finally came to an end in mid 19th century. The Mughal were descendants of Timurids and at the peak of their power around 1700, they were in control of most part of the subcontinent of India.

There was a classic period of the empire which began in 1556 with accession of Akbar Jalaludin Mohammad. It came to an end after defeat and death of Emperor Aurangzeb in 1707. It was later conquered by Hindu Maratha Empire which took control for several years. The dynasty continued for 150 more years. During the classic period, the different regions were connected through highly centralized administration. Mughal’s significant monuments and the visible legacy date to his period Seth, (2010).This is characterized by an expansion of influence of Persian culture in the subcontinent of India, resulting to excellent literal, architectural and artistic results. The empire fell in 1725 as it was weakened by succession wars as stated by Seth, (2010).  The fall was also facilitated by Eruption of religion intolerance, local revolts which rose due to agrarian crises, and finally the rise of various empires which took the place for this empire. The empires arose in the following order; Maratha Empire then Durrani, Empire of Sikh and ended with the British colonialism. 

The British did not gain control of this empire easily and it was through intensive war with the locals .Hindus gave the longest opposition to the British conquest. The fighting happened in Panjab and at the end of the war Muhammadans took control of India. This led to transfer of Hindustan Empire to Mughal dynasty from Lodi. This shook the power of Mahrattas at Panipat and the result was a crush in Delhi which made British masters of Northern Indian. Bahadur Shah II rule was restricted to Delhi city and was later imprisoned during the Indian rebellion by the British. 


The Mughal mighty army was disbanded in 1805 by British colonists. The Red Fort guards were spared to serve with the king of Delhi. The king of Delhi, Shah Alam II had accepted the protection of the British East India Company. He was referred as the King of Delhi instead of King of India for the fact that he was already weak after a few decades of British East India Company (BEIC) ruling. Shah Alam II was still able to rule regions under his control as the emperor. The British abolished the institution after rebels in the Sepoy Rebellion declared openly their allegiance to Shah Alams descendants Shah Bahadur II. The British deposed Mughal emperor at last in 1857. They exiled him in Burma where he later died in 1862. After this the British fully took over but later lost during the independence of the country.
