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Introduction

Nearly seventy percent of the population of people living in United States were opposed to gay marriages in the year 1996 according to Gallup polls, whereas a commendable percentage of the people were otherwise in support of the gay rights. However, in recent years the opponents of gay marriages have consistently continued to outnumber the supporters of same-sex marriages, by 53% to 44% in the United States, this is according to this year’s Gallup polls. Thus, there has been an increased support among the major ideological and political subgroups, though the support is less among the people on the right of political spectrum compared to those on the left. Currently, a great number of Democrats are in favour of legalization of gay marriages as well as a majority of liberals and moderates. However, the political differences in support for same sex marriages may have originated from religion differences which may be even larger according to Gallup pools. This is because for Americans whose religion is very important to them were opposed to gay marriages by 70% to 27% of the other group. In contrast, to the Americans whom religion is not very important showed a wider margin of support to gay marriages.
Currently, same sex marriages are legal in five states and in the District of Columbia, whereby almost all the states which have legalised gay marriages are found in the Northeast and they includes; Iowa, Massachusetts, New Hampshire, Vermont and Connecticut. Thus, over the time there has been more acceptance of legal gay marriages by Americans as well as majority of subgroups are showing support to it. However, conservatives and religious segments remains largely opposed to gay marriages in the United States. Hence because these two groups are larger than the left-leaning and nonreligious groups in the United States, then in overall more Americans will still remain opposed, rather than showing support to gay marriages.
Arguments which are raised against gay marriages

However, despite increased campaigns about the perception of people on this issue by the groups supporting it there is also a widespread condemnation of these unions between people of the same sex (Paulette & McKechnie, 1999). There have also been different arguments raised against these marriages as well as realistic reasons as to why most people are opposed to gay marriages (Fiona et al, 2007). The most obvious reason that you will get is that, the person is not comfortable with the whole idea of gay marriages. These facts which make many people not comfortable with the idea of gay marriages exist just because for many years, the society has always been promoting the notion that any marriage union between people of similar sex is not acceptable. However, the promotion of this idea is mainly based on objections from the people who perceive gay marriages as ridiculous (Fiona et al, 2007). However for a very long period of time, societies have recognised that when civil rights of some groups are allowed, certain other groups may end up being offended hence this will result to deprivation of the rights of these minorities for the benefit of majority. Hence, this necessitates the presence of constitutional governments which ensures that the unpopular minorities and powerless are given protection from the oppression of the majority (Paulette & McKechnie, 2000). 
There is also an argument that the gay marriages stands to offend all the things which religion stands for (Wayne, 2004). The religion in this context covers almost all the mainstreams of the Christian denominations, the Orthodox Judaism, Buddhist as well as most of branches which make up the Islam. Most of the religions are so much opposed to the gay marriages whereas some are in favour of it, for example some sects of Buddhists seem to be in favour of gay marriages but have not yet legalised it. However in most societies which claim to be offering the freedom of religion, it should be relatively making no sense when they use state power to enforce their private religious sensibilities.

However, there has been uproar among different religious subsets for example in recent past there was coverage of a set of Christian leaders by ABC news as well as CNN news who were angered by the removal of an anti-gay application from the Apple company’s iTunes app store, which was opposed to gay marriages led to a group of Christians leaders to sent a letter to the Apple company protesting against the decision. The application which was called manhattan declaration was termed as a call of Christian conscience in the advocating for sanctity of life, as well as the dignity of marriage as a union of a single man and a single woman and also religious liberty.  
Since long ago, a marriage between a man and a woman has always been considered a sacred institution and thus the legalisation of gay marriages would serve to violate that sanctity. Hence, this is mainly based on the assumption that there is a responsibility of the state in the sanctification of marriage unions which in other words would be termed as a fundamental religious idea. Moreover, there has been a lot of convassing as to whether these gay marriages should be incorporated in our religions or not. Also the coverage of the news about gay marriages and their discussions has been subjected to a lot of biasness according to Tim Grahams’ article on NewsBusters which is a project of Media Research Centre which serves to document, neutralize as well as exposing liberal media biasness (Bidstrup 6). Thus, on august of 2005, the NewsBusters launched the NewsBusters Blog whose main aim is to provide immediate exposure of liberal bias in media, constructive criticism, and insightful analysis as well as corrections which are timely to news media reporting. On this article of Wednesday November 24, Graham claims that the news aired by CNN  whose presenter was Kyra Philips on the previous day about the study carried out by Southern Poverty Law Centre which added some of the leading social conservative groups in the nation including the American Family Association, the Family Research Council, the Concerned Women for America, the National Organisation for Marriage and the Traditional Values Coalition to the list of hate groups just like the Ku Klux Klan (Paulette et al, 1999). 
He claimed that the CNN has strongly had demonstrated that it do not fully believe in the aspects of objectivity as well as fairness when reporting on homosexuality issues, this is because the anchor touted the report by skipping that part on the report which listed the conservative groups  on the list of hate groups. Graham further continues to argue that the CNN anchor also claimed that it was hard to understand why the groups were been listed as hate groups whereas they have been progressive as well as terming the report as a hate crime statistics. This is a clear indication of support of anti-gay campaigns (Tim 7).
The marriage unions are also meant to ensure that there is a continuation of the human species through procreation according to the opponents of the gay marriages. They also claim that the main reason for a marriage union is to procreate whereby they have to bear children  who should be responsible for the continuity of their lineage, whereas the proponents claims that this argument is baseless because the human species is not in any danger of extinction due to lack of procreation, but  if everyone becomes an homosexual as the opponents claims that these homosexuals are constantly recruiting which means that there be no more procreation taking place, may be the effect might be felt (Daniel, 1). 
Pre feminism and post feminism
The women status has been one of the concerns of the contemporary development both at international and national levels. Historically, women in most parts of the world enjoyed a position of respect in most ancient cultures. But this situation has drastically changed over leading to the isolation of the women from developments that may have resulted in their autonomy. This eventually led to the violation, subtle control as well as domination of the women by their men counterparts almost in every ethnic, religious, racial and also cultural group. Hence awakening of women became very essential leading to the pre feminism all over the U.S in early 1970s. The feminism both pre and post feminism is greatly termed as a revolutionary movement arising from unfair treatment, hence it attempts to bridge the gap existing between  them and men, also creating solidarity amongst them, as well as asserting their rights and also providing the mutual support in order to find their own identity  (Chakravarty,1994). Thus the feminist movement history has always been fundamentally based on the desire to improve lives of women, supporting as well as unifying all the women worldwide.
I t also becomes evident that both pre and post feminism has been concentrating on issues such as unequal pay, sexual violence, sexism and poor reproductive health. To understand this more clearly we need to look for the following statistics concerning the women lives, what can be in other words referred to as feminism statistics. 75% of casualties of war are women and children according to the Network for Good; hence this shows how vulnerable they are to violence. Also the violence against women has been demonstrated to mainly occur in relationships and marriages with Amnesty International claiming that in every 3 women 1 have been abused or beaten in the world mostly by their spouses. It also becomes clear that women discrimination starts before birth with approximately 60 million females not in the world today due to female infanticide or sex selective abortions according to Amnesty.org. In Bombay abortions clinic out of 8,000 abortions carried out 7,999 were females according to learning partnership.org, also this sex selection process was evident in China’s 2000 census indicating 100:199 ratio of girls to boys.  In recent past there has been an increased rate of women being used for their bodies. 
According to helpsarekids.org approximately 2 million girls whose ages range between 5 and 15 years are forced into sex trade. Hence, the increased women trafficking for sex trade has grown into a large industry generating approximately $7 billion a year according to the Human Rights Watch. The women also lack economic and political power to adequately address their problems, this is because the Business Weekly reports that the senior management positions in most companies women occupy only 2% of them whereas in government only 15% of parliamentary seats and 3.5% of cabinet ministers are females according to globalpolicy.org while according to newint.org women does not have the right to vote in Saudi Arabia.
In comparison the gays and the issues of feminisms whereby women are organised in movements which mainly advocates for the rights of  women in social, economic and political issues as well as pushing for equal opportunities for women. In this perspective there is a similarity between the gay marriages and feminism mainly because the two groups are always fighting for their rights. However when the two are contrasted it becomes out the gays are demanding for the rights to express their feelings in terms of love and affection whereas the feminists are always in struggle to attain an equal playing ground when it comes to political issues as well as socio-economic issues also. Feminists are always interested in the aspect of improving the status of women in the society by advocating for equal opportunities when compared to their male counterparts. Whereas feminism combines all the women in the advocacy for their rights the gays consists of only men who are struggling for the recognition of their unions both socially and legally (Sharon, 1994).
When the gay marriages are compared to lesbianism a greater similarity emerges out because the two disciplines are almost equivalent only that both are occurring in two different sexes whereby there is romantic or sexual desire between two people of the same sex whereby in the case of gays it is between a man and another man and in case of lesbians it is between a woman and another woman. These two aspects are characterized by a fundamentally primary attribute of homosexuality; this implies that the commonality between the two disciplines is that aspect of two to be involving people of the same sex band gender who also wants to achieve a similar goal. Another characteristic of both in America involves many organisations which have been formed to advocate for the rights of the two groups whose many people are opposed to even though some favour it. This is evident because despite constitutional tussles these homosexual unions has been legalised in five out of the fifty states and many others have shown sign of favour to it even though they have not yet legalised it (Colleen et al, 2006).

Moreover, the queer theory can never be discerned from the gay or lesbian debate as well as issues and studies of feminism. This is because the queer theory may be considered to be based upon the feminists challenges compared to the idea that gender is always a part of self essential as well as the socially constructed nature of identities and acts which are sexual upon the studies of gay/lesbian relationships. Mostly these studies focus on inquiries into what seems to be natural or unnatural regarding the behaviour of gays or lesbians.

Most of the anti-gay groups have always been adopting different tactics and strategies in order to curb its spread. Hence they have been persistently trying to legitimize what might be seen as campaign of hatred, disinformation and fear according to the proponents of these homosexual unions. The homosexuals particularly the gays argue that the hatred together with religious dogma has always been used to persistently counter the increased rate of homosexual unions. 
The anti-gay campaigners have also included the tactics such as creation of anti-gay marriage websites which are operated by these same anti-gay groups. The gays claims that these same websites are used to propagate the arguments of the slippery-slope fallacy which the proponents of gay marriages claim it does not hold any water because it is arguments have demonstrated to be based  on no evidence thus it is a mere form of disinformation (Wayne, 2004).
Conclusion

In conclusion there have been many arguments put across to describe the issues of gay marriages where most are opposed to it, whereas a commendable number is in favour of it. Also it has clearly come out that there are a lot of similarities when contrasting between the gay, lesbians, feminism as well as the queer theory. Thus most of the anti-gay arguments are just based on religious dogma and this invalidates them as the supporters of these relationships claim. This is because  the opponents arguments are either traditionally imposed or even  presenting their real feelings and thus they may not be making much sense hence with time  and continued momentum of advocacy it is possible to legalise these homosexual relationships all over the United States. However, the issue of coexistence should be of great importance because even in the states where gay marriages are legal most of the people have learned how to coexist with others peacefully.
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
